"A war against Germany... hahaha... no way would I participate or promote that battle. Obviously the French government is thinking of using us as foot soldiers and why would I want to have to defend a country where factory owners are unfair, greedy, and going to win more money. 

“It is at the factory owners’ best interest, isn't it? They are going to make profit because the demand of weapons and other materials used in war are going to skyrocket! In the meantime, I'm going sacrifice my life for a war I never caused or never wanted to fight in the first place. Forget about it… I won’t fight! 

“Fighting other factory workers with the same problems as me and enduring the same injustice inflicted upon them by the capital makes me not want to fight them, but rebel against our capital! 

“As history does repeat itself, a basic tenet of Marxism, I know that the best idea to have is not we fight Germany, but the factory workers of both Germany and France to fight the fat cats.

“You can’t tell me that German laborers don’t want decent working conditions like us. They even formed the Social Democratic Party. So, don’t you think that they if they are alike us in that, we should resemble them in the thought pf not battling each other?

 “So… they should find someone else. I am not signing up voluntarily signing up for war. Hmph… we the French people are the basis of the French economy and government and I guess they should Laissez Faire.
